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How to use

Before first use
® Remove all packaging from the device.
e Unpack all parts and inspect for any damage during shipping. If any parts are
damaged or missing, do not use the device and return it to the retailer immediately.
e Clean the device before first use (see Cleaning and Maintenance).
e Ensure the power supply is compatible with the product's voltage.
o For safety, please use a grounded power outlet.
e For first use, lightly wipe with a damp cloth, place the baking tray on top,
and preheat for 3-5 minutes. Do not eat the food baking for the first time immediately .
Baking tray installation and removal method

Removal:

Push the baking tray removal push button upwards; the baking tray will
automatically pop out and can be removed.

Installation:

Align the two protrusions on the bottom of the baking tray with the baking tray
fixing holes, and press it in towards the baking tray removal push button;

it will automatically lock in place.

Product Features:

1. The inner baking tray uses a food-grade thickened non-stick coating,
preventing food from getting stuck and making cleaning easy.

2. Anti-scalding handle and safety lock design.

3. Automatic temperature control system.

4. Built-in overheat protection system.

5. Indicator light: Indicates power is on.

Instructions for Use:

1. Place on a stable surface and select and attach the desired baking tray.

2. Prepare ingredients: Prepare sandwiches, eggs, etc., and place them on the
baking tray.

4. The power indicator light will illuminate; preheat for approximately 3-5 minutes.

5. Open the cover lid. You can apply a small amount of butter or cooking oil as
desired. Place the prepared ingredients on the tray, close the lid,
and fasten the lid. Bake for 5-10 minutes. The cooking time can be adjusted
according to the characteristics of the ingredients or personal preferences.

6. Once the food is baked, it can be removed.

7. After use, turn off the power switch and unplug the power cord of the machine.
Let it cool for a few minutes, then wipe clean with a damp cloth. For long-term
storage, clean with a detergent.
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Cleaning and Maintenance

Caution

e Before cleaning, be sure to turn off the power and unplug the power cord from
the socket. Allow it to cool completely before cleaning.

e Do not immerse the base or power cord in water or other liquids, and do not allow
the power cord or other internal parts of the machine to come into contact with water.

e Empty the cooking oil from the sandwich maker only after the heating plate has
completely cooled to avoid burns. To ensure food freshness, replace the oil after
each use.

o After the heating plate has completely cooled, wipe it with a clean, damp cloth.
Do not use steel wool or other abrasive materials to clean the heating plate.
For long-term storage, use a cleaning agent.

e Never immerse the entire sandwich maker in water for cleaning to avoid electric
shock or malfunction.

o After cleaning, allow the product to air dry before storing it in a cool, dry place.
